Dear Dr. Wiggins:

This is a followup for Tina with prior acute kidney injury at the time of infection, sepsis and ascending cholangitis bigger stone.  Since the last visit in April all procedures have completed.  Has no external or internal drains.  No abdominal discomfort.  Tolerating diet.  No nausea, vomiting or bowel problems.  Good urination.  No edema.  Her voice is still hoarse, but improving slowly.  Has insulin-dependent diabetes follows with endocrinology at Sacred Heart.
Review of Systems:  Otherwise extensive review of system being done and negative.
Medications:  I reviewed medications insulin, cholesterol and the only blood pressure will be losartan takes 25 mg in a daily basis.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 140 and blood pressure by nurse 153/69, needs to be checked at home.  Alert and oriented x3.  Some hoarseness of the voice.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistry shows kidney function back to normal.  Electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus normal.  Anemia 11.1.
Assessment and Plan:  Prior acute kidney injury ATN at the time of septic shock related to ascending cholangitis, biliary stone obstruction.  Was briefly on dialysis.  Kidney function has returned to normal.  All procedures have completed.  She is recovering very nicely.  Continue diabetes cholesterol management.  Monitor blood pressure at home.  I am going to sign off.  Best wishes to her.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
