His weight is actually down a few pounds. He states it is because he is not wearing boots that are covered in concrete. He is now a supervisor and he comes home with grease all over as opposed to concrete.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Diverticulosis, diverticulitis and seizure disorder.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Vasectomy in 2024.

CHILDHOOD IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

ALLERGIES: CIPRO.
MAINTENANCE EXAM:  Colonoscopy is up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He drinks very little. He does not smoke. He vapes. He is married. They have two kids. He is a supervisor for a cement company now.

FAMILY HISTORY: Hypertension and diabetes. No colon cancer. No breast cancer reported.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He did have one seizure yesterday. He did talk to his neurologist. His Trileptal was recently increased. I encouraged him to talk to the neurologist, also get a THC card. He had one done at one time to the State of Texas and he is going to get another one. I think that will be very important for him to have.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

3. No evidence of diverticulitis.

4. He is not taking any of his GI medication.

10. Palpitations, stable.

11. End-of-the-day leg swelling related to his shoes and his activity level.

12. Avoid salt.

13. Findings discussed with the patient and wife today before leaving the office.

14. He is to follow up with the neurologist regarding both the THC card as well as his seizures.

15. He knows very well how to take care of his seizures. He knows he cannot drive till that is brought under control and he has to raise an evaluation by neurologist ASAP.
