When he woke-up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient had severe head pain.  The patient has dizziness.  The patient had these symptoms for several days.  The patient has severe head pain.  The patient has difficulty sleeping.  Has insomnia symptoms.  He was confused and dizzy for the next several days.  The patient went to the medical doctors.  The patient was diagnosed with concussion.
Since the event, the patient has severe head pain almost on a daily basis.  The patient is difficulty sleeping at night.  The patient has insomnia symptoms.  The patient has dizziness.  The patient has significant light sensitivity and sound sensitivity.  When he looks at the computer screen, the patient has increased frequency of headaches from looking at a computer screen.  The patient feels mentally slow.  The patient has poor memory since the event.  The patient feels mental fogginess all the time.
The patient has recently separated from the Marines 2 to 3 weeks ago.  When he was working for the Marines, the patient was working at the court for an artillery unit. The patient tells me that it is significantly affecting his concentration and focus at work because of the light sensitivity.  The patient also has significant dizziness at work.  His memory is poor.  The patient is not able to perform well at work because his memory was poor.  The patient’s mental fogginess at work.
