The patient got hit in the left temple.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient was out of consciousness for few minutes.  When he woke-up, the patient had severe head, confusion and disorientation.  The patient was bleeding out of the left temple.  The patient was not able to see medical care immediately because there was an explosion.
Since the event, the patient has chronic headache.  The patient has severe headache almost every day.  The patient had light sensitivity.  The patient has memory deficits.  The patient’s memory has become very poor.  The patient lost interest in activities and work.  The patient has nausea.  The patient was also diagnosed for PTSD and depression.  The patient is taking medication for PTSD and depression.
The patient is currently working as an audiovisual person.  The patient tells me that he has significant difficulty at work.  The patient tells me that the chronic headaches are affecting his concentration and focus.  The light sensitivity is also affecting his concentration and focus at work.  He has poor memory.  Sometimes, he has difficult to remember his task duties.
