HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 31-year-old gentleman who comes in with possible strep. His throat looks terrible; it is red, it is inflamed, he has got pus all over. He has got beginning of peritonsillar abscess on the right side. He is able to read, he is able to drink, he is able to eat, but it is very concerning for early peritonsillar abscess. He has not been exposed to mononucleosis. He has got copious swelling in his neck as well consistent with lymphadenopathy.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Does not smoke. Does not drink. He is single. He works at Jersey Mike's.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He does not appear to be toxic.
VITAL SIGNS: Weight 226 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 97.4. Respiratory rate 18. Pulse 85. Blood pressure 145/77.

HEENT: Back of the throat shows cobblestoning, pus, swelling consistent with possible early abscess; does not need a CT or evaluation at this time.
NECK: Shows JVD. Copious lymphadenopathy noted bilaterally. No meningismus.
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
ABDOMEN: Soft.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

My goal today is to treat him with Rocephin 1 g now, dexamethasone 8 mg now. We did not do a strep screen because of his lack of insurance.
He is going to be treated with Augmenting 875 mg b.i.d. and Medrol Dosepak. Also, told mother to come back tomorrow for another shot of Rocephin and reevaluation especially if he is not improved.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Pustular pharyngitis.
2. Lymphadenopathy.

3. Cannot rule out mono.
4. 80% of patients on Augmentin can develop redness and a maculopapular rash; if he develops that, he will let me know right away.
5. If he develops breathing difficulties or with swallowing or anything consistent with abscess as I have discussed that he will call me right away or go to the emergency room.
