PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 190 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 97.9. Respiratory rate 20. Pulse 87. Blood pressure 140/70.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.
NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
ABDOMEN: Soft.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
BACK: No evidence of scoliosis noted.
SKIN: No rash.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Normal physical exam.
