MAINTENANCE EXAM: Eye exam in 2015, 2020 and 2020, bilateral right and left, color vision within normal limits.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking to exposure. Lives with mother and father.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure or convulsion reported. No history of scoliosis. No history of heart murmur.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 114/60, temperature 97.8, O2 saturation 98%, respirations 17, pulse 78, and blood pressure 116/55.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: Shows no JVD.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
ABDOMEN: Soft.
