The patient is currently on hospice with diagnosis of senile degeneration of the brain. Tell me that the patient is more confused, ADL dependent, and has bouts of bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient’s weight loss is unavoidable. The patient has had recurrent abdominal pain related to almost a 5 cm thoracic/abdominal aneurysm and was seen in the emergency room most recently, was told that he can die at any time. The patient has a FAST score of 6D. PPS score of 40%. MAC is 24 cm.

The patient continues to decline. Overall prognosis remains poor. Given natural progression of his disease, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
