CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient stated that he has noticed sore throat in the last 8 to 10 days and it was progressively getting worse.

The patient also complained of left ear pain and there is no discharge; however, the patient has no problem with the right ear.

The patient also complained of right leg pain after he played tennis and this happened three to four days ago and the pain level is 4 or 5 and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

The patient also stated that he has sore throat and does not have significant difficulty swallowing.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, ear discharge, cough, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Flu infection in the past, otherwise unremarkable.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is in college, lives with his parents. He never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. The patient plays tennis and also do workout.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals dullness of the tympanic membrane on the left without any perforation otherwise unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or pedal edema.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: There is no tenderness of the right leg and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance. There are no varicose veins present.
