CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of snoring, frequent urination and followup for prediabetic condition.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has been snoring on and off for the past several months and the patient sometimes has fatigue in the daytime. The patient also diagnosed with prediabetes in the last one year. He monitors his carbohydrate intake.
The patient has increased urinary frequency and sometimes incontinent. There is no burning urination and has not seen any blood in the urine.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or depression.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for COVID infection in 2022 and prediabetes.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother has diabetes mellitus, otherwise unremarkable.

ALLERGIES: None.
PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and the patient received COVID-19 vaccinations.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his family and he is currently unemployed. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors. There is no suprapubic tenderness.
NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination is within normal limits.
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
