CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for followup after emergency room visit to the hospital and underwent cardiac catheterization with stent placement.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient was at airport preparing to take a flight and he felt clammy. After that he suddenly became weak and he called for the help then paramedics were called to the airport. The patient was then taken to the nearest hospital and eventually he had a heart attack and the patient was admitted to the hospital and was seen by cardiologist. His troponin was very high. The patient underwent cardiac catheterization and he had two lesions which were stented. After that he was started on Brilinta 90 mg tablets one tablet twice a day and was discharged. At this time, the patient has no chest pain or shortness of breath; however, he feels slight weak.

The patient also stated that he has lot of burping and burping started few weeks. The patient never had acid reflux.
The patient also has loss of sleep for the past several weeks and he used melatonin in the past with good relief.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, double vision, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, exposure to any infection or allergies, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

ALLERGIES: None.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 20 mg tablet once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of hypertension and he was on carvedilol 12.5 mg tablet one tablet twice a day along with lisinopril 10 mg one tablet twice a day and low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of diabetes and he is on glipizide plus metformin 2.5 plus 500 mg tablet two tablets twice a day. Also the patient was on Jardiance 10 mg tablet once a day along with low-carb diet.

The patient has a history of low HDL cholesterol and he is on Omega-3 fatty liver 1000 mg one tablet twice a day.

Past history is also significant for coronary stent in 2013.

The patient has a history of left cataract surgery in 2016.
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FAMILY HISTORY: Mother had liver cancer and passed away.

PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife. He never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. He is completely retired now, but does workout every day.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
Right *________* examination reveals well healing scar from catheterization. There is no tenderness at this time or discharge.
NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
