This 72-year-old woman was seen today for face-to-face evaluation on 08/01/2025 at 1400 hours.
The patient currently is on hospice with a history of dementia. She also suffers from CHF, diabetes, hypotension, pulmonary embolus, syncope, and chronic hypoxemia. Today, she was found to be comfortable. She does have 1+ pedal edema, right greater than left, given her history of CHF. She is quite confused; she does not know the time; she knows her name only from time to time. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She is confused. The patient has had decreased mentation, ADL dependency, is not ambulating at this time per her daughter. She has a history of protein-calorie malnutrition. She has a history of PND and orthopnea. O2 saturation was at 84% on room air, comes up to 91% with 3 liters of oxygen. The patient’s blood sugar has been stable. The patient’s daughter Rian tells me that she has less symptoms of sundowner syndrome at this time. Her FAST score is 6D with urinary incontinence. Her NYHA is at stage 2 with shortness of breath with any physical activity and palpitations. Also, she has a PPS score of 40% and KPS score of 40%. Her other comorbidities include hypotension, pulmonary embolus, chronic hypoxemia, syncope, hyperlipidemia, and the patient’s right sided MAC is 17.5.  

On examination, the patient did have rales and rhonchi in both lung fields. Her blood pressure was at 130/88. Her appetite has been diminished. She has had more bouts of confusion per her daughter. Her behavior is controlled with the help of Remeron at 7.5 mg and better sleeping habits at night. She continues to remain hospice appropriate. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live. 
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
