Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Haygood comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He states that he drank windshield wiper fluid approximately one year ago and lost vision after that episode. A review of the records describes bilateral optic neuropathy that occurred approximately September 2, 2025 after the ingestion of ethylene glycol and methanol. He was started by Dr. Lin at the Kresge Eye Institute on brimonidine drops for potential neuroprotection. Mr. Haygood has a history of working in customer service and states that he had to stop in 2007 because of non-medical reasons. However, at this point, he states that he would not be able to return to work because of a loss of vision. He has not had eye surgery.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is hand motions only on the right side and no light perception on the left side. This is at distance and near, with and without correction. The pupils are round, but sluggish. There is an afferent defect on the left side. The muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 15 on the right and 16 on the left. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination shows a cup-to-disc ratio of 0.5 on the right and 0.7 on the left. There is 4+ pallor to the optic nerve head on both sides. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing a Humphrey 30-2 threshold test with a III4e stimulus with correction and with acceptable reliability shows the absence of a visual field on both sides.
Assessment:
1. Optic atrophy.
2. Glaucoma suspect.
Mr. Haygood has clinical findings that are consistent with the history of toxic optic neuropathy. Based upon these findings, one would expect him to have difficulties performing the visual tasks required in the work environment. He cannot read small nor moderate size print, use a computer, distinguish between small objects, nor avoid hazards in his environment. His prognosis is poor. It is likely that he will never have useful vision.
