PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy. 
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. 

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. 

SKIN: Focused skin exam noted on the left inner thigh open lesion with edema and foul-smelling white milky drainage.

ASSESSMENT: Cellulitis.

PLAN: We will treat with Keflex. The patient is advised to follow up as needed. Discharged in stable condition with instructions on how to do wound care.
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
