HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mother presents with child and has complained of stye on her right upper eyelid for the last three days. She states that she has been periodically getting these more and more often, but also admits that the child has been touching her face more and more often with the presence of the styes. No changes in vision. No pain noted. In the diet, no changes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round, and reactive to light. Ears, nose and throat within normal limits. Focused right eye upper eyelid exam noted draining pustular lesion with erythema and edema. Mild tenderness to palpation.
NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.

RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. 

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.

ASSESSMENT: Right upper eyelid stye.

PLAN: We will provide erythromycin ointment to be used twice a day. Advised mother on cleaning techniques as well as warm compress to be done two to three times a day and how to wash her child’s face. The patient is discharged in stable condition. Advised to follow up as needed.
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
