This is a 22-year-old young lady who is being treated with Tapazole 5 mg for hyperthyroidism as well as Inderal. The patient has been very noncompliant with her medication. I spoke to her. I spoke to her family, her sister-in-law and her brother and they had a long discussion with her regarding this. The patient states that she is going to do better, but today when I get her TSH, her TSH is very low at less than 0.01, free T4 is greater than 11, free T3 is greater than 20. I increased her Tapazole to 10 mg a day and referring her to endocrinologist immediately because I do not want to have the responsibility of the patient hurting herself with noncompliance and need another evaluation. She might be a candidate for radioactive iodine therapy and then subsequent thyroid therapy. A referral made to endocrinologist.
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
