ADDENDUM: The patient comes back from the emergency room. He did have repeat EKG. He did have repeat CPK and troponin x2 and it was all within normal limits.

He received a prescription for Norvasc 5 mg. I told him that that is not going to cut his blood pressure. I told him that he can go back on his previous medication azilsartan/hydrochlorothiazide 40/25 mg one a day because that has worked for him beautifully in the past, had not had any issues with fatigue, nausea, vomiting, sexual dysfunction, or any other problems.

He is going to get a blood pressure cuff, the large one, check his blood pressure at least three or four times a week. He is also going to come back and see me in three weeks. I am going to get a copy of his blood work from the hospital; if they have not done his cholesterol, triglycerides, testosterone, TSH, and other blood test that I desire, I would do it when he comes back since he was already stuck twice in the emergency room. I have discussed this with him at length today before leaving.
