CHIEF COMPLAINT: Fast and slow heart rate.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient was previously hospitalized at Highland General Hospital on 03/16/2025 till 04/17/2025. He was found to have liver abscess and gallstones. He then underwent ERCP. He was further found to have congestive heart failure, atrial fibrillation, and bradycardia with a rate of 45 bmp. Post hospitalization, he has had ongoing generalized weakness and lower extremity swelling. The patient is now referred for cardiovascular evaluation. He currently denies chest pain.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Acute respiratory failure.

2. Paroxysmal atrial fibrillation.

3. Sepsis.

4. Prostate enlargement.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. ERCP.

2. Cholecystectomy.

3. Surgery for Echinococcus.

MEDICATIONS: Tamsulosin 0.5 mg one daily, finasteride 5 mg one daily, furosemide 20 mg one daily, and mirtazapine 15 mg one daily.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He denies cigarette, alcohol or drug use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: He has had weight loss.

Eyes: He wears glasses.

Nose: He reports clear discharge.

Oral Cavity: He has dentures.

Cardiac: He has slow heart rate.

Gastrointestinal: He reports having stomach surgery 40 years ago. He has had gallstone and liver abscess.

Psychiatric: He has depression and insomnia. He has history of COVID-19 dating to two years earlier.

Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 128/61, pulse 77, respiratory rate 20, height 71”, and weight 219.4 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates heart rate of 73 beats per minute. There is first-degrees AV block. There are atrial premature complexes in a pattern of atrial bigeminy.
IMPRESSION:
1. Atrial bigeminy.

2. History of atrial fibrillation.

3. History of congestive heart failure.

4. Recent acute respiratory failure.

PLAN: We will obtain echocardiogram. We will further obtain Zio Patch. Discontinue furosemide. Start Bumex 2 mg one daily and potassium 10 mEq one daily #90 for ongoing edema.
