CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 65-year-old Cantonese-speaking male who is seen for disability evaluation.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient reports undergoing cardiac surgery in June 2022. At that time, he underwent two-vessel coronary artery bypass grafting. Since that time, he has had sensation or something in his heart, but no chest pain or dysrhythmia. He has no shortness of breath. He reports fatigue at approximately three blocks.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Coronary artery disease.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hypercholesterolemia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Two-vessel coronary artery bypass grafting.
MEDICATIONS: Jardiance 10 mg one p.o. daily, furosemide 20 mg one p.o. daily, clopidogrel 75 mg one p.o. daily, metoprolol succinate 25 mg one p.o. daily, enteric-coated aspirin 81 mg one p.o. daily, atorvastatin 40 mg one p.o. daily, and losartan 25 mg one p.o. daily.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother had heart problems.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He is a prior smoker. He denies alcohol use. He denies drug use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 150/79, pulse 63, respiratory rate 16, height 64”, and weight 173.4 pounds.

Chest: Demonstrates a well-healed midline scar.

There are tattoos present on the skin. The right lower extremity demonstrates a well-healed scar denoting the donor venous graft site.

The physical examination otherwise is unremarkable.
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IMPRESSION: This is a 65-year-old male with history of coronary artery disease, hypertension, hypercholesterolemia who underwent two-vessel coronary artery bypass grafting. He currently reports fatigue at three blocks. His blood pressure is noted to be borderline controlled. The patient has underlying coronary artery disease from which he is symptomatic. His overall findings are consistent with New York Heart Association class II. He has mild symptoms and known coronary artery disease. He is able to perform occasional lifting, pushing and bending. However, the patient is somewhat limited due to his known cardiovascular disease.
