Dear Dr. Eisenmann:
This is a followup for Mr. Persyn with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in February.  No hospital visit.  Follow urology Dr. Whitskey for frequency, urgency, nocturia and chronic incontinence.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  Weight down few pounds.  Enjoying his meals.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  Stable edema.  No ulcers.  No discolor of the toes.  According to wife multiple falls but no loss of consciousness.  No trauma to the head and no emergency room visits, nothing to suggest fracture or focal deficits.  Apparently there is bone density done that shows some weakness, osteopenia and chronic orthopnea 30 degrees to 45 degrees.  No oxygen.
Review of Systems:  Negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the diabetes and cholesterol management.  Presently takes no blood pressure medications.  Urology started on trospiun long-acting for urinary incontinence.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 110/60 right-sided, standing immediately drops to 100/50.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  No edema.  He is using a walker.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries July, creatinine 1.06, few years ago was 2.4 and all numbers in between, anemia 11.9.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Present GFR will be upper 50s and lower 60s.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD III or better.  Fluctuations overtime presently stable, not symptomatic.  There is low blood pressure with postural changes.  Some of this will explain the falls not uncommon for long-term diabetes with autonomic neuropathy.  Continue diabetes and cholesterol management.  Takes no blood pressure medications.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Other chemistries are stable.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
