CHIEF COMPLAINT: This 19-year-old male with a history of ADHD was seen for cardiovascular clearance.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient was first diagnosed with ADHD at age 14. He was initially maintained on Concerta. He had been off Concerta for approximately eight months, but wished to restart stimulative therapies. He requests an EKG for clearance. The patient denies any cardiovascular symptoms. He denies respiratory symptoms. 
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. ADHD.
2. Functional neurologic disorder.
3. Anxiety and depression.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
MEDICATIONS: Baclofen 10 mg p.r.n., Wellbutrin 300 mg one daily.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.
SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking or alcohol use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
MUSCULOSKELETAL: He does report decreased range of motion and tenderness involving the neck.
NEUROLOGIC: He has a tremor.

PSYCHIATRIC: He has nervousness and depression and previously took psychiatric medications.

ENDOCRINE: He has heat intolerance.

Review of systems otherwise unremarkable.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 123/82, pulse 73, respiratory rate 18, height 68”, and weight 211.4 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: EKG demonstrates sinus rhythm at 74 beats per minute. There is an incomplete right bundle branch block. Axis is noted to be 82 degrees.
The patient has borderline EKG, but no current contraindication to the use of his ADHD medications.

IMPRESSION: 
1. Borderline normal EKG
2. History of ADHD.

3. Anxiety and depression.

4. Functional neurologic disorder.
