This 70-year-old male does not communicate.
PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: 
1. History of intellectual disability profound.

2. History of seizure disorder, the patient on Keppra.

3. Status post colostomy for Megacolon.

4. GERD.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is a 70-year-old male currently sleeping. Eyes closed.
Eyes/ENT: His ear has growth appears to be like keloid.
Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: He has colostomy.
Extremities: Minimal edema.

LABS: WBC 6000, hemoglobin 12.2, hematocrit 35.1, platelets 181,000, MCV is 90.9, he has 9% eosinophils in the peripheral blood.

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DIAGNOSES:
1. Normochromic normocytic anemia. Most likely from seizure medications.
RECOMMENDATIONS: I would recommend to supplement folic acid and B12 if needed and after three months we could recheck CBC and then do followup.
