Thank you for this referral.

This 78-year-old male, quit smoking 26 years ago prior to that he smoked two-pack per day for 40 years. Alcohol only socially. He denies any drug allergies.
SYMPTOMS: Main symptoms are dry mouth and shortness of breath.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient was noted to have leukocytosis on recent CBC and also one about eight months ago that is the reason for the referral.
PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of diabetes since about 25 years and same for hypertension. He also has coronary artery disease. He had some stent placed few years ago by Dr. McKenna.
MEDICATIONS: The patient has been on several medications, which includes Trelegy Ellipta, which contains steroid. He also is on metformin, metoprolol, Januvia, amlodipine, Zoloft, as well as Singulair.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is a 78-year-old male.
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 8 inch, weighing 230 pounds, and blood pressure 141/68.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Diminished air entry bilaterally.
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Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Obese.
Extremities: No edema.

LABS: His lab CBC showed WBC of 12.7, hemoglobin 15, hematocrit 46.3, absolute neutrophil count was 10,528, and his platelets were 271,000.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Neutrophilic leukocytosis.
2. COPD. The patient on steroid inhaler.
3. Coronary artery disease and hypertension.

4. Diabetes.
RECOMMENDATIONS: At this point, his WBC count seems to be elevated because of steroid inhaler. Most likely at this point, I do not recommend any further workup. The patient is advised to have a chest x-ray at least once a year since history of heavy smoking. We will redraw the CBC today and if there is any further workup necessary, we will reach out to the patient.
