HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a delightful 25-year-old young man married for five years. They have two children nine and four-year-old who comes in today complaining of neck pain, upper back pain, acid reflex, abdominal pain, right-sided abdominal pain, leg pain, and multiple other issues and problems.
He was going to the Health of Southeast Texas where he had an x-ray of his neck. Told he had some arthritis and then he never had an MRI had some physical therapy did not help. Also had EGD and colonoscopy, which was within normal limits. He paid on his own to have HIDA scan with CK simulation, which showed a very low ejection fraction consistent with biliary dyskinesia. They recommended cholecystectomy, but he has been trying to manage that with diet. Also he used some antidepressant may be Paxil he can remember, but did not work for him at all.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
FAMILY HISTORY: Diabetes. No cancer. Mother has mitral valve prolapse related to rheumatic heart disease.
MAINTENANCE EXAMINATION: Colonoscopy EGD is up-to-date. He never had H. pylori test.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He use to drink and smoke, but he does not either one at this time. Originally he is from Mexico. His father is from Mexico. His mother is from El Salvador. Again he is a mechanic. He is married for five years as I mentioned.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 198 pounds, temperature 98.3, O2 sats 98, respirations 16, pulse 61, and blood pressure 131/78.
HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.
NECK: Shows JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.
SKIN: No rash.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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Examination of his abdomen revealed no abnormality. Examination of his kidneys and liver are within normal limits. Echocardiogram is totally negative. His carotid ultrasound is within normal limits. No significant lymphadenopathy noted. Lower extremity shows no DVT or evidence of PVD. Echocardiogram is totally negative. Prostate within normal limits.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 
1. On exam, he did have slight weakness on the right side. For this reason, I am going to proceed with an MRI of the C-spine.

2. I am also going to do blood work including B12 and TSH along with to look for neuropathy along with vitamin D.

3. No medications given today.

4. Continue with watching diet to help his gallbladder.

5. He may need cholecystectomy.

6. He does want antidepressant.

7. He tried Motrin for his neck pain, which caused lot of GI stomach, GI upset, and dyspepsia.

8. Hold off on any medication may be Tylenol.

9. We will see what the MRI of his neck looks like.

10. Encouraged him not to start smoking or drinking.

11. We will get to the bottom this problem after I get the blood work and he comes back reevaluation in the next month, but I will call with the blood test next week.
