HPI: A 91-year-old female who saw me passing in the hallway and stopped me asking me about her UA results. When she was last seen, the patient had described dysuria and wanted to have a UA done, it was ordered. She tells me that she did give a UA and she tried to give it to the nurses that night, but they stated that they would have it picked up in the morning and in reference to what is available from the lab, the urine was picked up 24 hours after being given and thus not a viable specimen for testing. So, given that she continues symptomatic, we will go ahead and repeat a UA and I am going to empirically start her on a short course of Augmentin 500/125 mg one tablet p.o. q.8h. The patient has multiple allergies ruling out common antibiotics for UTI. We will follow up with her next week and hopefully a urine will have been collected and sent in a timely manner and we will have C&S results.
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
