CC: Initial contact with the patient.
HPI: A 71-year-old female who was seen today with her daughter and daughter-in-law accompanying her. I was actually walking down the hall see a patient and someone called out to me to ask for help, it was her daughter and they had been referred to come to the second floor where a nurse could help them with getting her orders straightened out. Daughter states that when the patient was admitted 02/11/2025 she assumed that orders were written for her medications and she is familiar with what her medicines look like and she is not receiving all of those medications that she took at home. Her daughter is upset stating that they have noted a cognitive decline in her, she has Aricept that was prescribed by her PCP and they supplied a full bottle on her admission, yet the patient states that she has not received it. I was able to get the med aide on the first floor where the patient resides and a full bottle of Aricept at 5 mg was found and it is nowhere listed on her electronic MAR. We then reviewed the remaining three medications that she takes and the family stated that medications were being given at the wrong time and they had specified when they should be given. So, my job was then to review their current medications and rewrite orders for when they are to be given and the current dosages. The patient’s daughter asked me my role here and I told her that I was physician who came here every Wednesday to see my patients. She then asked if I would take her mother on as a patient and I stated that I would, that we will get the medications figured out now and I will meet with her next week and we will review her history. She is very happy about that and I asked if she had Medicare, she does and that the annual wellness. Medicare exams would be coming through my office to the facility coming up and they were all pleased because the patient had been asking about that so the daughter reports.
MEDICATIONS: Going forward the patient’s medications, which were clarified and agreed upon by mother, daughter and DIL are levothyroxine 75 mcg one p.o. q.h.s., citalopram 10 mg one p.o. q.d., rosuvastatin 20 mg h.s., Aricept 5 mg one p.o. h.s. x1 week; if no side effects, we will then increase on day #8 to 10 mg h.s. (can use 5 mg tablets x2 to equal 10 mg) till supply gone, then a new order for Aricept 10 mg h.s. will be requested.
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
