CC: Ultrasound review.
HPI: An 89-year-old female who was seen yesterday for acute left lower quadrant abdominal pain. Ultrasound was ordered for last night that was done this morning I contacted PHS who did the ultrasound. I was given a verbal report and faxed hard copy. I also then came to the facility to see the patient and contact her son given the results. The patient then tells me and staff tell me that she had reported having loose stools for the past two weeks, but I had not been told that by the patient or staff when I spoke with son and told him that he was also aware of it stated that she had said something about two weeks ago and they had attributed it to antibiotic use. I went in and saw the patient and she sensed that there was something to be concerned about on the ultrasound and I was honest with her and told her about the report she asked if that meant she had cancer and I said we are going to get an MRI or specific CAT scan to be able to tell specifically what was going on and go from there. I gave her son the same information. He was agreeable to his mother being sent to the emergency room in Integris Baptist on the Expressway is there hospital of choice. I contacted the ER department at Integris Expressway spoke to the attending gave him the name and information regarding Ms. Doolin and sent a copy of her ultrasound report to the EMSA team when they arrived. The patient stated that she had not eaten much today, had just had a little liquid, but had not felt hungry. She states her pain was less, but still present in the surrounding area. She stated was tender. She has been able to urinate, but without dysuria.
Ultrasound impression, pancreatic head mass with recommendation for three-phase hepatopancreatic CT and/or MRI intra and extra hepatic biliary duct dilation and diffusely increased hepatic echogenicity with diffuse fatty infiltration. The patient is sent via EMSA to Integris Expressway ER and son/POA Dave Doolin is to meet her there.
