CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for physical exam as well as followup after hospital discharge. The patient also complained of left shoulder pain and poor vision.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had severe headache three days ago and then he decided to go to the emergency room. In the ER, the patient had CT scan of the brain and it showed intraparenchymal bleed. After that the patient was kept in observation for several hours and after that the patient was discharged home with an instruction of how to take any aspirin or ibuprofen like medications. The patient stated that he was on ibuprofen 600 mg at least two to three times a day and he quit few days ago.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, recurrent headache, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for recent intracranial bleed and the patient was taking *___________* continuously for the past seven to eight days.

ALLERGIES: None.

FAMILY HISTORY: Not contributory.

PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his girlfriend and he has two children. The patient works in construction handyman.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable without any headache.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

CHEST: Symmetrical without any deformity or tenderness.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

Left shoulder examination reveals tenderness of the *_________* and handgrips are bilaterally equal.
