Dear Dr. Abimbola:
This is a followup for Mrs. Lalonde with chronic kidney disease, hypertension and small kidneys.  Last visit in February.  Wearing a brace right ankle, complications of right-sided hip replacement last year.  It is a permanent damage.  Uses a walker.  No fall.  Has gained few pounds.  Good appetite.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  Denies urinary symptoms.  Has chronic edema left more than right from prior complications of procedures.  No cellulitis or ulcers.  No chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.  No orthopnea or PND.  No oxygen or CPAP machine.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed, notice the Eliquis, beta-blockers Norvasc.  Presently no calcium or vitamin D.
Physical Examination:  Weight 147 and blood pressure by nurse 123/68.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  Irregular rhythm, rate 56.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites or tenderness.  3 to 4+ edema on the left.  No cellulitis.  Minimal on the right.  Right ankle brace.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries August, creatinine 1.14, which is baseline or improved and GFR 47 stage III.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Low albumin.  Elevated calcium.  Normal phosphorus.  Mild anemia 13.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable overtime.  No progression.  Present normal blood pressure.  No symptoms.  Has small kidneys, previously documented 8.9 right and 8.2 left without evidence of renal artery stenosis.  She does have however extensive vascular disease aorta and lower extremities.  No need for EPO treatment.  Monitor high calcium.  No calcium or vitamin D replacement.  PTH needs to be updated.  Monitor low albumin.  Otherwise, other chemistries are stable.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
