Dear Dr. Murray:
This is a followup for David with prior left-sided nephrectomy oncocytoma with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in February.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Stable edema.  Trying to do low sodium.  No antiinflammatory agents.
Review of Systems:  Extensive review of system being negative.  No hospital emergency room visit.
Medications:  HCTZ, Norvasc and metoprolol.  No antiinflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Weight is stable 316 and blood pressure by nurse 135/83.  Alert and oriented x3.  Decreased hearing.  Normal speech.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  Obesity of the abdomen.  Stable minor edema.  He does use CPAP machine at night.
Labs:  Chemistries, normal hemoglobin, electrolyte, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Present GFR 56 for a creatinine 1.33, which is baseline.
Assessment and Plan:  Left-sided nephrectomy oncocytoma this does not require imaging, the tumor behaves without local invasion or metastasis.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No bicarbonate or phosphorus binders.  Blood pressure is stable.  All issues discussed at length with the patient and wife.  Come back on the next 6 to 9 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
