Mr. Booker is a 70-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of chronic obstructive pulmonary disease.

The patient is thin. He has had weight loss. He is chronically hypoxic. He refuses to wear his oxygen. His O2 saturation hovers around 85%.

He is also demonstrating signs of increased dyspnea, increased reliance on assistance of daily activities. His shortness of breath is both at rest and with any type of activity. He is weak. He is fatigued. He appears to be pale. He appears to have decreased skin turgor, decreased mobility, and shortness of breath. His appetite is diminished. He has lost weight. He is “skin and bone.” He states the reason for the not eating is because it is summertime and he does not eat very much in the summertime. He also was found to be tachycardic with a KPS score of 40%. Blood pressure was 110/90, heart rate was 100, O2 saturation was 87% on room air after he walked three to four feet, respiratory rate is 24, and temperature is 99. His MAC is at 26.5 at this time. Mr. Booker is definitely diminished in his MAC today from 28 previously. His activity level has been affected. He is not very active at this time. He uses his “nebulizer/pump,” albuterol inhaler on a regular basis. The patient’s pain appeared to be much better controlled at this time. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
