CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after emergency room visit.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient comes in today with her daughter stating that she has significant pain in the right side of the abdomen where she had radiation treatment for liver cancer. The patient is on the pain medication now it is less and she is ambulatory. She has a followup appointment with oncologist.
