Dear Dr. White:

This is a followup Mr. Ross with chronic kidney disease, right-sided nephrectomy from renal cancer, diabetes and hypertension.  Last visit in February.  Since the last visit establishing new primary care, started on losartan few days ago blood test to be updated.  Hard of hearing.  Few pounds weight loss.  Doing some restricted diet.  Denies upper or lower gastrointestinal symptoms.  Denies infection in the urine, cloudiness, blood, incontinence or nocturia.  Stools are positive for blood to have colonoscopy done later August.  No abdominal discomfort.  Chronic back pain.  Pulled a muscle, took Advil daily for two months, already discontinued back in April.
Review of Systems:  Other review of systems negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the metoprolol.  Did not tolerate higher dose, presently 50 mg because of lightheadedness.  Remains on diabetes cholesterol management including Jardiance and started on losartan 50 mg.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 275 and blood pressure 126/68 on the left-sided.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  Overweight of the abdomen, no tenderness.  Stable edema and stasis.  No ulcers.  Nonfocal.  Hard of hearing.
Labs:  Chemistries July this is before the losartan.  Electrolyte and acid base normal.  Creatinine 1.6 representing GFR 46 stage III.  Normal calcium, albumin and liver function test.  No anemia.  A1c is 6.8.  Elevated albumin in the urine at 156 mg/g.  Pro-BNP not elevated.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III right-sided nephrectomy.  No recurrence of cancer.  Underlying diabetic nephropathy, hypertension and proteinuria not in the nephrotic range.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  Present electrolyte and acid base normal.  Agree with starting on losartan.  Update chemistries to make sure potassium and creatinine no major change.  Upcoming colonoscopy.  Blood pressure well controlled.  Phosphorus should be part of his blood testing.  All questions answered.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
