The patient is here for followup today for hypertension and atherosclerotic heart disease. He also is scheduled for some dental work. The patient said that recently he had some back injury it used to have back pain now it is less but he still has some lower back pain and right hip pain for last two months. The patient also has had kidney stone, which was treated by Dr. Howard by lithotripsy recently. He said he still has some stone that was found on recent imaging. He also is scheduled for further scanning. Otherwise, he does not offer us any other symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes history of hypertension and atherosclerotic heart disease. The patient also has history of diabetes. The patient has BPH. He is on Flomax and finasteride. Also, he is on lisinopril, metformin, metoprolol, etc.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is 78-year-old.

Vital Signs: Weighing 267 pounds and blood pressure 127/72.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: His recent lab CBC is unremarkable, CMP is unremarkable, and lipid profile is great, INR is normal, hemoglobin A1c is 6.2, and PSA is 2.2.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypertension and ASHD.

2. Diabetes mellitus.

3. History of back pain.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient does have normal PT/INR, normal CBC, and CMP. The patient could undergo proposed dental work with average risk.
