Thank you for this referral.

This 59-year-old white male never smoked and drinks rarely socially. He is allergic to sulfa and codeine.

SYMPTOMS: The patient is here with history of deep vein thrombosis diagnosed recently about two to three weeks ago.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient had several knee surgeries altogether nine, which included both knee replacement. The patient had surgery about six weeks ago for an infection in the knee, which was replaced. The patient at that time was worked up and was found to have DVT and he was placed on Eliquis. He also had pulmonary embolism in June 2024 it was detect towards CT scan and he took Eliquis for about three months.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient had significant issues with degenerative joint disease. He had two back surgery, three shoulder surgery, and nine knee surgery. The patient also said that he was electrocuted once while working on oil rig. Also has history of sleep apnea.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: He is on Eliquis 5 mg twice daily, baby aspirin 81 mg daily, and he is on antibiotic, which includes daptomycin and ceftriaxone, which is Rocephin intravenously for this infected left knee processes.

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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 59-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 10 inches tall, weighing 220 pounds, and blood pressure 133/89.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node felt in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Recent DVT left leg.

2. History of pulmonary embolism and DVT before.

3. Currently on antibiotic for infected left knee processes.

RECOMMENDATIONS: He is advised to continue Eliquis 5 mg twice daily at least for six months thereafter we can reevaluate him. He also is on baby aspirin I will continue that for right now. I told the patient that we will try to get some Eliquis samples for him since he said they are very expensive and he cannot afford it.
