Dear Michelle:
This is a followup for Mrs. Trombley with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in April.  Comes accompanied with husband.  She has bladder cancer.  Has completed intravesical chemotherapy.  Apparently the most recent cystoscopy has been clear.  Urology through Grand Rapids.  It is my understanding MRI abdomen and pelvis apparently negative.  Has lost few pounds.  States to be eating well.  No reported vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea or bleeding.  Has chronic incontinence.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  No gross edema or claudication.  No chest pain, palpitations or syncope.  No orthopnea or PND.
Review of Systems:  Negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Norvasc.  No antiinflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Does not check blood pressure at home, in the office 130s/60s, today by nurse 140/77.  Lungs are clear.  No respiratory distress.  No arrhythmia.  Normal speech.  No gross edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries last one from June, creatinine 1.58 with GFR 33 stage IIIB and appears stable.  Normal potassium and acid base.  Minor low sodium.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Anemia 12.6.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB.  No evidence for obstruction or urinary retention.  She does have intravesical cancer.  Has completed intravesical chemotherapy and follow surveillance urology at Grand Rapids.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  No indication for dialysis, which is done for GFR less than 15 and symptoms.  No need to change diet for potassium and acid base.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need for EPO treatment.  Continue Norvasc.  Blood pressure in the office upper side but at home improved.  All issues discussed with the patient and husband.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
