Dear Jamie:
This is a follow-up for Donna with chronic kidney disease, diabetes and hypertension.  Last visit in February.  Comes accompanied with husband.  No hospital visit.  The patient and husband are very hard of hearing.  Denies vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  Has chronic incontinence and urgency, but no infection, cloudiness or blood.  Uses a walker.  No falling episode.  Denies chest pain, syncope, dyspnea or the use of oxygen.  Has right-sided weakness from prior stroke with some degree of expressive aphasia.
Review of Systems:  Negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight lisinopril.  Off diuretics.  Off potassium, on Norvasc, diabetes and cholesterol management.
Physical Examination:  Weight 192 and blood pressure 140/73.  Lungs are clear.  No gross arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  Obesity of the abdomen, no tenderness.  Stable edema.  Stable weakness right-sided.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries August, creatinine 1.5 is still within baseline.  Low sodium.  Normal potassium and acid base.  Normal calcium, albumin and phosphorus.  GFR 32 stage IIIB.  Mild degree of anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Previously documented atrophy of the left kidney with normal size on the right.  There was no obstruction.  No urinary retention.  Arterial Doppler no renal artery stenosis.  Isolated simple cyst.  Blood pressure fair control.  Tolerating ACE inhibitors.  Normal potassium and acid base.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need for EPO treatment.  Low sodium represents water retention.  Dialysis is done for GFR less than 15 with symptoms, uremia or volume overload.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
