Dear Sirs at PACE:
This is a followup for Emma with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in May.  Obesity.  Walker.  Hard of hearing.  Stable edema.  Comes accompanied with daughter.  At home fluctuates 191 to 196 pounds.  Bronchitis treated two to three months ago.  Presented with mental status changes.  No stroke or sepsis.  Review records of hospital metabolic encephalopathy.  Weekly scan negative for pulmonary embolism.
Review of Systems:  I did an extensive review of systems.  No vomiting.  No dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No cloudiness of the urine.  Prior gastric bypass surgery.  Presently no oxygen or CPAP machine.  Daughter helps, but she lives alone.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Lasix only if weight is above 196, high dose of Aldactone the only blood pressure medicine.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 199 and blood pressure nurse 139/78.  Lungs are clear.  Systolic murmur.  No pericardial rub.  Obesity of the abdomen, no tenderness.  Minimal edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Recent chemistries in August, creatinine 1.9 progressive overtime, but stable over the last six months.  Low sodium.  Upper potassium.  Normal acid base.  Low albumin.  High calcium.  Low normal phosphorus.  Normal liver function test.  GFR 25 stage IV.  High PTH 300.  Mild anemia 12.  Normal pro-BNP.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV.  No indication for dialysis.  Progressive overtime.  No obstruction of the kidneys, stones or urinary retention.  High potassium from high dose of Aldactone likely primary hyperparathyroidism.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Did not tolerate Sensipar and prior gastric bypass surgery.  No kidney stones.  Diuretics only as needed as a last resource.  I do not see a reason for daily as lungs are clear.  Underlying dementia.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in the next 4 to 5 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
