The patient presents with ingrown toenail to right first toe.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Extremities: Slight swelling and discoloration to right lateral nail with apparent involvement of cuticle. Remainder exam of the extremities within normal limits. Gait normal. Neurovascular and Tendons: All within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness.
IMPRESSION: Ingrown toenail right first lateral phalanx.
PLAN: Treated with local block, removal of nail edge because of possible associated infection with slight purulent light drainage from margin corresponding to lateral nail, given prescription for Keflex with possible early infection, to follow up as needed.
