SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leslie is a 67-year-old married Caucasian male who has been in treatment of schizoaffective affective disorder. The patient has been on Seroquel 400 mg at bedtime and 100 mg twice a day and divalproex 500 mg at bedtime. The patient has been doing very well and he described the medication is working. He does not have any conflict with his wife and does not show any adverse reaction with the medication. He was happy, pleasant and cooperative, very appreciative and described no suicidal thoughts. No depression. No anxiety. No auditory or visual hallucinations or any persecutory feeling. He wants to know about his brain damage. I further emphasized and explained him it is not a brain damage; it is a change in *__________* balance in his mind which need to be corrected by this medication to which he agreed. There was no involuntary movement or any symptoms of akathisia or restlessness.
ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder symptomatically stable.
