Thank you for this referral.

This 73-year-old male comes here for evaluation today. The patient has been a resident of Denton State Supported Living Center since 1968.

The patient seen, records reviewed, and consultation is done for abnormal CBC.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of autistic disorder, history of internal hemorrhoids, GERD, and history of Alzheimer’s dementia.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Ozole and olanzapine

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is in a wheelchair.

HEENT: Normocephalic under the left eye there is a small bruise.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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LABS: WBC is 5.5, hemoglobin 13.6, hematocrit 40, and MCV 87. His immature granulocyte is 0.2%, which is not abnormal and his lymphocyte count is 17.8.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Mild lymphocytopenia.

2. Red blood cell appears to be normal right now.

RECOMMENDATIONS: At this point, I do not see any further workup necessary and no treatment is required. We could recheck it in three month so please do CBC in three months and then send the patient for followup.
