1. Because of him going to the Air Force, we looked at his echocardiogram to rule out IHSS. Normal echocardiogram was noted. Ejection fraction was 65%.

3. Abdominal ultrasound is within normal limits.

4. Carotid ultrasound within normal limits. Findings discussed with the patient.

5. This was done under the patient’s yearly exam for Air Force.

6. We will reevaluate the patient’s condition after blood work is done.
