HISTORY: This is a 63-year-old gentleman here with pain to his right thumb. The patient stated he was taking out some trash when he punctured with a dirty object. He stated this happened two days ago. He came in today because of increased swelling, redness and pain. Described pain as sharp, rated pain 6/10 worse with touch and use. He stated pain is located on the volar surface of the distal digit.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for the patient states he has no updated tetanus.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 97% at room air.

Blood pressure is 132/68.

Pulse is 55.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.0.

RIGHT THUMB: There is a puncture wound on the distal volar surface with migrating erythema. The area is tender to palpation with some localized edema. Capillary refill less than 2 seconds. Sensation is normal.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
EXTREMITIES: Except thumb, full range of motion with no discomfort. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
NEURO: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Cellulitis, right thumb.
2. Puncture wound, right thumb.
3. Right thumb pain.
PLAN: The patient was given the following medication: Bactrim DS 800/160 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
