CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right shoulder lump.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed right shoulder lump for few weeks and it is somewhat painful now; however, his range of movement is unremarkable. The patient wanted it to be removed.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, fever, cough, chest pain, short of breath, leg swelling or calf swelling.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.

Right shoulder examination reveals 3 x 4 cm size soft mass consistent with lipoma. There is no redness of the skin or any discharge and it is not tender.
