CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for preop physical for wisdom teeth extraction.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has painful wisdom teeth two of them and he was seen by dentist and wants to have a medical clearance. The patient denied any chest pain or short of breath.
