CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after breath test for H. pylori.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has H. pylori infection few months ago and she was seen by gastroenterologist and was given 15 days of antibiotics since she felt better one week and after that she started having heartburn again when she had H. pylori breath test and it was positive. The patient also stated that she had labs to be done by Dr. Hemal Patel.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, tremors, or loss of consciousness.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

I had a long discussion with family and she is going to be seen by her gastroenterologist. She had endoscopy done recently. In the meantime, the patient is going to be on famotidine 40 mg one tablet twice a day.
