CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of loose bowels, lightheadedness, frequent bowel movements and generalized weakness.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that last week he had party and after that he came home he had bloating sensation in the abdomen and in the morning he had a large bowel movement it was soft stool. After that the patient started feeling weak and clammy. He attempted to go to work, but he came back and he rested all day. His bowel movements continued for four to six hours after that he started taking some liquid diet. The patient was feeling better and the following day he had some lightheadedness and he rested again and after that his bowel movements slowly became normal and now he is able to ambulate but with slight weakness and he took off from the work. The patient had low-grade fever without any chills and there was no cough or sputum production.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, ear pain, sore throat, blood in the saliva, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, blood in the urine or blood in the stools, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or loss of consciousness.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on simvastatin 5 mg tablet once a day.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife. He works fulltime job. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. His activities are back to normal now.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.
There are no orthostatic blood pressure changes. 
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
