CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right knee pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that right knee is painful and pain level is 7 or 8 and upon exertion it is more. The patient has seen orthopedic physician and she is advised to follow up for possible gel injections.

The patient is also encouraged to follow up with her gastroenterologist for poor appetite.

I had a long discussion with the granddaughter and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction and they verbalized full understanding.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, fever, chills, cough, chest pain, short of breath, leg swelling or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

Right knee examination reveals tenderness of the knee joint medial and lateral compartments. Weightbearing is most painful. There is no joint effusion.
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
