CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of heartburn.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has heartburn on and off and she has seen gastroenterologist and the patient was taking pantoprazole 20 mg one tablet half an hour before the meal once a day.

The patient denied any blood in the stools or black-colored stools. She does not have any nausea or vomiting.
