The patient presents with history of rash on trunk and extremities. He states he was exposed to poison ivy few days ago, has pruritic eruption. He has a history of poison allergy without flare-up.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He states he works outdoors.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Diffuse erythematous generalized eruption maculopapular appearance involving right forearm and left groin mostly. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Contact dermatitis, probable poison ivy.
PLAN: Given injections for dexamethasone and prescription for Medrol Dosepak. To follow up with PCP as needed.
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
